ear Friends, 
 

One of the things we em-
phasized in the recent class 
on spirituality and doctrine is 

the fact that, when those first apostles 
encountered Jesus after he had been 
raised from the dead, they didn’t worry 

about how to explain what all this meant. Rather, 
they worshipped, because an experience of the pres-
ence of Christ creates devotion, thanksgiving and 
praise. In Christ, we receive new life, hope, for-
giveness, and love. Our spiritual lives are trans-
formed for the better and we discover that God has 
reached out to us in the person of Christ so as to 
save us for fellowship with himself forever. The at-
tempt to formulate what all this means in a doctrinal 
form came only much later as the gentile world 
asked questions concerning who Jesus was, and 
who the God is that he revealed to us in his death 
and resurrection. In other words, as Christ is brought 
into our lives through the gift of the Holy Spirit, what 
is created is a worshipping community, not a school 
of theology. Theology only came later and was creat-
ed to serve the mission of the church—the task of 
proclaiming Christ as our salvation from the God who 
created everything, including us. 
 That first worshipping community gathered 
around the teaching of the Apostles, the breaking of 
the bread, and prayer. This is how they worshipped, 
and this is how we worship as well. In the word, (the 
teaching of the Apostles) communion, (the breaking 
of the bread) and in prayer, Christ comes to us again 
and again, just as he did to Peter, Paul, John, An-
drew, Matthew, and the others. We too encounter 
and receive Christ into our hearts in the power of the 
Holy Spirit through these means of Grace. God gave 
us these means so that we might receive the new 
life, forgiveness, hope, and love of God, just as the 
Apostles did. This is how God offers us the Grace 
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that saves. This is how God secures our eternal fu-
ture. And this is why worship is so very important for 
our well-being and future. It’s not that we earn brownie 
points from God if we come to worship. Rather, it’s 
that, in the context of worship, we receive the Grace of 
God that redeems our lives from sin and death. 
 For this reason, worship is not something we 
do when we have nothing better to do. It’s not some-
thing we do because the football game is scheduled 
for later in the day. It’s not something we do in order to 
be entertained. It’s not something we do out of a 
sense of obligation. And it’s not something we do be-
cause the church provides us with a social life—
although it does do that as an added benefit. Rather, 
it’s something we do because we take our well-being 
and future seriously. It’s something we do because we 
are aware of the fact that, without God in our lives, our 
hearts are ultimately empty. It’s something we do in 
order to come to the assurance that life is not like an 
hour glass where eventually, the sand will all run out 
and that will be the end of it. It’s something we do also 
because, hopefully, we are aware of the fact that eve-
rything we have and are is a gift of God and, in this 
realization, we are grateful. Hope Lutheran Church is 
open for worship every Sunday at 10:00 am. I look 
forward to seeing you all then.

his article reflects the opin-
ion of one side of the ques-
tion regarding church choirs. 
In August we touched on 

‘Why Do We Have Church Choirs?’ 
In an Article in a column in “Ponder 
Anew”, ‘Discussions about Worship 
for Thinking People’ Jonathan Aiger 

discusses “Reasons to Keep the Church Choir 
Alive”. He mentions some of the reasons we noted 
in August and some that we didn’t think of. 
 “Choirs support good congregational sing-
ing”,  in congregations where commercial Christian 
music is used, the amplification associated with 
this  often presents a wall of sound, and  the congre-
gation just doesn’t sing. The presence of choirs en-
courages the “bigger” choir (the congregation). With 
the visual presence of a choir it reminds us that 
we’re there to be part of a very special commun-

ion.  A church choir is an open, welcoming, and di-
verse group which should resemble the diversity of 
Christ’s Kingdom and the congregation.  The choir 
can present a broad spectrum of repertoire. Choirs 
can sing selections from practically any genre, from 
classical, to folk, to world music, to contemporary/
popular music. 
            The New Testament tells us to sing and make 
melody in our hearts to the  Lord, and this writer feels 
there is room in our worship for a diversity of styles 
and singers (yes choirs) of every variety.  Our Chan-
cel Choir at Hope makes a practice of singing varied 
styles, plus special groups and soloists. 
  

Fortunately at Hope we have a small but competent 
Chancel Choir to lead us in varied styles of worship.

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Sunday Morning Bible Study 
The Sunday morning study of the gospel of John 
will end on November 13. We will take a break for 
the holidays and start up again after the 1st of the 
year. A good follow-up on John would be the gospel 
of Matthew. This gospel was written for a Jewish-
Christian community from Galilee somewhere 
around 70 A.D. Because most of the members of 
this community were Jewish, it represents a version 
of Jesus’; life and ministry that emphasizes his Jew-
ish roots, and his connection to the Hebrew Bible. 
For example, his teaching focuses on an interpreta-
tion of the law of Moses. He delivers his most im-
portant interpretation of the law from the top of a 
mountain, just as Moses received the law from the 
top of a mountain. When he was born, Matthew in-
cludes a story of the killing of Jewish babies, just as 
Hebrew babies were killed when Moses was born. 
Matthew includes a story of the Holy Family travel-
ing from Egypt to Israel, just as Moses led the Israel-
ites on the same journey. The Hebrew prophets are 
quoted again and again in Matthew’s gospel. All this 
points to the fact that, in Matthew’s version of Jesus’ 
life, it was very important to establish the fact that 
Jesus was a Jewish Messiah. In John, not so much. 
Looking at both of these gospels, one after the oth-
er, gives us a very well rounded picture of Jesus and 
his ministry. I hope you will all want to attend next 
January. 
 

Doctrine, Spirituality and Luther Class 
The class on Spirituality and doctrine will end on    
November 2nd. Thank you to all who attended these 
classes. In order to make the basic content of the 
class available to anyone who might be interested, 
Pastor Dan wrote a summary paper of what we 
learned about how the Gospel message led to the 
formulation of basic Christian doctrine, and of how

the spirituality of the Church Fathers was similar to that 
of Martin Luther. The paper is posted on the website.  
 I feel it is important to continue our look at Lu-
ther and his influence during this and the upcoming 
anniversary year. Therefore, I would like to offer anoth-
er class that will last approximately the same amount 
of time on Luther’s influence on modern theology. Did 
you know that the academies of Germany continue to 
produce the very best in protestant theology, and even 
in some cases, Catholic theology. It doesn’t take a de-
gree to figure out that Luther had something to do with 
this.   
 In any case, starting with the 19th century, the 
class will focus on how the theology of the church 
evolved in the midst of social and cultural changes. 
Following World War 1, the discipline underwent an 
enormous change, and the reformers were the inspira-
tion that helped move theology in a new direction. Al-
so, we will look carefully at how theology addressed 
the changes caused by other intellectual developments 
such as the rise of science, the social sciences, and 
political ideologies. No prerequisites needed. This 
class will also help you better understand the life of the 
churches throughout the last few centuries. 
 Start date will be the second Monday in Janu-
ary—the 9th at 1:00 pm in the youth room. If you are 
interested in a short survey of the theologians covered, 
written for the general reader, let me know.

Greetings from Lutheran World 
Relief! We’re so thankful for your 
partnership, and for your energy 
and enthusiasm as we roll out the 

new Quilt & Kit Tracker.  
 I’m excited to be able to share some details 
about where some of your items traveled in the last 
year. You may already have spotted in your online 
Tracker record that your Mission Quilts went to Thai-
land, departing our warehouse on August 26, 2016. 
LWR’s partner in Thailand is The Border Consortium 
(TBC). TBC is a non-profit, non-governmental human-
itarian relief and development agency. It is an alliance 
of NGOs, working together with displaced person of 
Burma, to respond to humanitarian needs, strengthen 
self-reliance and promote appropriate and lasting so-
lutions in pursuit of their dignity, justice and peace.  
 TBC is evolving as circumstances change, 
seeking to promote the self-reliance of displaced peo-
ple through the utilization and development of their 
own resources in preparation for long-term solutions. 
TBC will be willing to support voluntary return of the 
refugees when the situation allows safe and dignified 
return to Burma, and to assist, as appropriate, in their 
subsequent rehabilitation. As part of this Mission 
Quilts and Baby Care has been distributed to over 
100,000 members of underserved and vulnerable 
populations in 9 refugee camps in Burma. These Mis-
sion Quilts and Baby Care Kits will be invaluable dur-
ing the cold winter months and will provide a sense of 
security and dignity to those who receive them.
